Reported that the 2017 Western Star is down and at Daryl’s Mobile Truck Repair.  It was found that the Exhaust Cooler malfunction ruined the DPF/DOC/SCR system.

Total amount of bill is $24,907.00.

Highway Superintendent reiterated that if this truck isn’t allowed to be repaired then he will not be able to do the Snowplowing of County Roads in 2026 due to only having 3 trucks.

SUPERVISOR:  

A photo was shown to the Board of the pipe that was removed from the Zoning room that was the cause of the bad odor in the restrooms.
Budget Adjustments will need to be done at the December meeting.
Full Town Highway will have no income for the rest of the year, leaving $687.59 to spend, for our unexpended balance be what it was said to be at Budget time.

Part Town Highway is now $97,000 after abstract not counting payrolls till year end, so that is $3,000 less than what was said for unexpended balance.  Expected incomes include Sales Tax and CHIPS.  

A estimated chart of overages and under expenses of the Highway Dept were given to the Board along with a statement of Indebtedness including the payments of a Loader in February and Truck in March.  The total is $226,239.
BOARD:  Councilman Dowd asked how much land and what is required for a property to be considered Agriculturial.
Councilman Dowd asked why the Zoning Board minutes did not state what the Supervisor and Councilman that had attended had discussed.  He was told that they had gone into an executive session to discuss the matter.

Councilman Dowd also asked if there had been recent updates on the Retirement.  

Supervisor Collins made a motion at 6:32PM, seconded by Councilman Dowd to enter into Executive Session to discuss the Medical, Financial, Credit or Employment history of a particular person or persons leading to appointment, promotion, demotion, discipline, suspension, dismissal or removal.  

At 6:45 PM, the board came out of the Executive Session.
Follow-up will be done in December for the ZBA member lacking the State requirement of 4 hours of training for the year.

The Supervisor will stay on top of the Dept. of Labor to be sure that we are not charged for UI Benefits for the employee that has not been laid off.

A review of the Assessors Educational claim was made and a motion was made by Mark seconded by Jim to only allow 300 miles for the claim.  All in favor, Mark, Jim.. Abstain, Sue
With no further business, on a motion of Councilman Dowd seconded by Councilman Russell the meeting was adjourned at 7:00PM.  Carried unanimously.
